Film London is the capital‟s film and media agency, supporting all the screen industries 
based in London.  Apart from offering an extensive locations and production support 
service to all film-makers working in London, we provide a range of funding opportunities 
for exhibition and education projects, training bursaries and film production.  Details of all 
Film London schemes are available on our website, www.filmlondon.org.uk 
  
Our production funding includes: 
 
Feature Films 
Microwave challenges film-makers to shoot a full length feature film for up to a maximum 
of £100,000 with cash and in-kind support. The scheme provides an intensive approach to 
film-making, with an emphasis on tightly focused scripts, short production schedules and 
commercial potential. Microwave is open to film-makers working in documentary, fiction 
and to artists working with the moving image. Only production companies based, managed 
and controlled within the 33 London Boroughs can apply. Film London will not fund 
applicant companies based outside London, even if their project takes place in the capital, 
due to the limited amount of funding available.  
 
Additionally, the core film-making team should have at least two of its members based in 
London, and the majority of all production and post-production work should take place in 
the capital.  
 

Backed by the BBC, the scheme provides up to a maximum £75,000 of direct funding per 
project together with a unique professional mentoring scheme from leading industry 
figures including directors Stephen Frears (Mrs Henderson Presents), Gurinder Chadha 
(Bride and Prejudice), and John Akomfrah (Seven Songs for Malcolm X); and producers 
Sandy Lieberson (Rita, Sue and Bob Too), Jeremy Thomas (Sexy Beast) and James Schamus 
(Brokeback Mountain).  
 
Mentors supporting the Microwave film-makers are drawn from the leading, emerging

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names of contemporary British cinema, and include Asif Kapadia, Martin Pope and Rachel 
Wexler.  
 
As the first micro-budget feature film fund to launch in the UK, the Microwave model has 
inspired a number of similar schemes across the UK. It adds to a wealth of exhilarating 
recent micro-budget titles finding success at festivals and in cinemas, such as London to 
Brighton, Bigga Than Ben and Once.  
 
Film London and its partners will also offer a range of assistance including in-kind support 
from leading facilities and service companies, including Ascent Media and AFM 
Lighting; competitive locations fees from many of London's local authorities; and a 'revenue 
share' model which will return a generous percentage of any revenue back to the film-
makers.  
 
Completed projects will be broadcast on the BBC and have the opportunity to showcase at 
the annual London UK Film Focus sales event, as well as be provided with professional and 
tailored advice for enabling the films to premiere at selected major international markets 
and festivals.

Formerly the Northern Ireland Film & Television Commission (NIFTC) and renamed to reflect 
and embrace the growth of the digital era, NORTHERN IRELAND SCREEN is the national 
screen agency for Northern Ireland whose aim is to accelerate the development of a 
dynamic and sustainable screen industry in Northern Ireland.   
  
Our mission is to promote Northern Ireland as a major production location, to celebrate 
Northern Ireland product, talent and culture to the world and to ensure that a range of 
learning opportunities are delivered, so that growing numbers of people in Northern 
Ireland are motivated to enjoy, understand and explore the moving image. 
  
Our main areas of activity include funding; production; locations, services and facilities; 
exhibition and audience development; education; business support, skills and training.   

Northern Ireland Screen is funded by Invest Northern Ireland, the Department of Culture 
Arts and Leisure  and the UK Film Council and we are delegated by the Arts Council of 
Northern Ireland to administer Lottery funding in Northern Ireland. 

Northern Ireland Screen Fund 
  
The Northern Ireland Screen Fund will invest between £150,000 and £800,000 up to a 
ceiling of 25% of the overall project costs.  
 
The fund offers production funding, in the form of a repayable loan, for a limited number 
of feature films and/or television drama singles, series or serials and non-fiction television 
that are intended to be primarily produced in Northern Ireland. 
  
The project must be primarily produced in Northern Ireland and be able to show an 
economic benefit to Northern Ireland. Both indigenous and incoming productions are 
required to spend a proportion of the total production budget in Northern Ireland. 
  
The Fund is intended to assist in completing the budgets of productions that are almost 
fully financed (65%). The Fund is open to all legally incorporated companies who can fulfil 
the Cultural Criteria and the Project Criteria. It is acknowledged by applicants, for the 
avoidance of doubt that assessment based on Cultural Criteria is inevitably subjective and is 
final. There is no appeal process open to projects that have been rejected on the grounds of 
the Cultural Criteria.  
 
Projects must be commercially viable and should be able to demonstrate clear possibilities 
for commercial exploitation. The attachment of an experienced sales agent will be taken 
into consideration when assessing commercial viability as will an experienced production 
and management team identified as having a proven track record.

 The Paint Hall 

Arguably the most exciting addition to Northern Ireland‟s arsenal of locations and facilities, 
is “The Paint Hall” in the historically renowned Titanic Quarter of Belfast.  Formerly exactly 
that – the paint hall where the component parts of ships were painted – this is a massive 
build-space – indeed a quasi-film studio which was used by Walden Media & Playtone 
Productions for the children‟s fantasy sci-fi  adventure film City of Ember starring Bill 
Murray and directed by Gil Kenan.  Set on an eight acre site five minutes‟ drive from central 
Belfast, the building contains four 16,000ft² (1,487m²) “cells”.  Each  cell is 90ft (27.5m) tall 
and has one 3ft (1m)  thick external “wall” that is actually a 75ft (23m) tall door.  None of 
the cell ceilings are external and the building is “double skinned” thereby reducing noise 
pollution.  The cells are set out in a square and connected by an internal road and streets.  
The facility also offers a suite of offices, toilets, a canteen, several large stores, a “green 
room” and it has its own internal electrical substation.

Applications to each of our strands are assessed against the following criteria 
 
Cultural Impact –How does Scotland benefit from the project?  How is Scottish culture 
represented internationally?  Does the project encourage Scottish audiences? 
Creative Impact – Does the project employ Scottish based personnel? Does it promote 
Scotland? Is it original, innovative and creatively excellent? 
Business Case/Project Delivery – Is it clear from the documentation given on the application 
that the project is feasible and will it be managed properly?  Will the project benefit 
Scotland economically? 
Market /Audience Interest – Has a market for the project been identified? At what stage is 
the project at?  Is it ready to move forward at the point of application? 
 
International co-productions are encouraged on the basis that the co-venture is of equal 
benefit to all parties concerned. 
 
Applications can be made at any time.  Wherever possible decisions for £50,000 or less will 
be made within a 4 week period and decisions for over £50,000 will be made within 6 
weeks.  In exceptional circumstances it may take up to a maximum of 8 weeks.  For Content 
Production applications please also allow a minimum of 6 weeks after the decision for legal 
and financial closing.

Additionally, Finance Wales, the funding body established by the Welsh Assembly 
Government, administers the £7 million Creative IP Fund which provides gap finance for 
projects within the creative industries, including feature films. Investment of between £50K 
and £700K can be provided for projects which have secured at least 60% of the budget 
from other funding providers. Investment is made in the intellectual property of the film 
and not in the production company itself. The fund operates on a commercial basis and is 
not a form of soft loan or grant. More information is available from the Finance Wales 
website.
